Based on advice from the US Food and Drug Administration (FDA), all product from Café Favorites (W.A. Kretch) should be put on hold immediately due to potential contamination with Listeria monocytogenes. This product should be located, segregated, and labeled so that it cannot be served in programs.  IN NO CASES SHOULD THIS PRODUCT BE CONSUMED.
FDA is conducting investigations at the plant and has concerns about environmental conditions that might affect the safety of the finished products.  FNS knows of no illnesses associated with Café Favorites’ products.  

Because Café Favorites is a major producer of sandwiches for the National School Lunch Program/Summer Food Program using commodity products as part of the National Processing Agreement, FDA requested that we send this alert.  There are no problems with the commodity ingredients that have been received by the plant.  Because this product was produced by a further processor, FNS does not have specific distribution information to provide to you.
