U.S. SHOWS WITH         INTERNATIONAL FLAIR
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Americas Food & Beverage Show (Oct. 26-27, 2010) Miami, Florida.  The Americas Food & Beverage Show is a unique western hemispheric event that gives you exposure to U.S., Caribbean, Canadian, Central and South American buyers.  Last year there were 209 U.S. companies exhibiting.  Projected sales totaled $104 million for all exhibitors.  Products most sought were grocery products, beverages, exotic foods, meat, poultry and seafood. 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Asia Fruit Logistica (Sept. 8-10, 2010) Hong Kong.  (1 booth left in the U.S. Pavilion).  This event is a specialized trade show for the international fruit and vegetable trade in Asia.  Asia Fruit Logistica 2009 was a truly international event, attracting 224 exhibitors from 31 countries and nearly 4,000 trade visitors. The USA Pavilion had 15 exhibitors and FAS cooperators that estimated nearly $3 million in 12-month sales.   Products with the best market prospects include almonds, apples, grapes, citrus/grapefruit, cherries, all types of berries, ethnic & specialty vegetables, and ready-to-eat packaged vegetables.  This show is the world’s fastest growing market for fresh produce. Food & Hotel China (Nov. 10-12, 2010) Shanghai. This is one of the largest food and beverage and hospitality shows in China attracting exhibitors from around the world and 16,000 buyers from the area. This event provides an opportunity to meet China’s leading distributors.   In 2009, the U.S. Pavilion had 41 exhibitors and they estimated nearly $8.8 million in 12-month sales as a result of participating in the event.  Best market prospects include non-alcoholic beverages, canned and processed foods, confectionery, dairy products, food ingredients, fresh produce, gourmet food, health food, meat and poultry, seafood, wines, spirits, and beers. IFDE India (Dec. 2-4, 2010) New Delhi.  Following a successful launch in 2009, the second edition of the International Food & Drink Expo India (IFDE India) returns to New Delhi in December.  This event is an effective platform for global food and beverage suppliers to make contact, and do business, with India’s most influential industry professionals and buyers.  Exports of U.S. consumer-ready food products to India continue to grow, reaching a record $293 million in 2009.   With a population of more than 1 billion and a vibrant economy growing annually at 8-9 percent, India is a significant emerging market for U.S. food products. Over 8,000 visitors from 92 countries attended Hi Europe 2008 in Paris.   In 2010, the event will be held in Madrid – the growth center of continental Europe’s functional ingredients industry. 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Sales of $663K Projected at the 2010 Alimentaria Mexico Food Show.  On June 1-3 2010, Alimentaria Mexico Food show was held in Mexico City, Mexico.  Cooperators and exhibitors representing 15 companies participated in the U.S. Pavilion featuring a Gourmet Kitchen, making 123 new contacts, displaying 74 new-to-market products, and projecting $663,000 in 12-month sales.  The most popular products were: pork sausage infused dry blueberry, haute cuisine cracker, dressings, whole eggs, flavors for pastry industry, cranberries and popcorn.

Exphotel Food Show.  In June 2010, Exphotel Food show was held in Cancun, Mexico, with projected sales of $9.8 million.  Cooperators and exhibitors representing 26 companies participated in the U.S. Pavilion, make 153 contacts, displaying 132 test market products, and projecting $9.8 million in sales with 14 small, 7 minority owned companies.  The most popular products were:  pasteurized eggs, parboiled and calrose rice, tofu, soybean oils, spring rolls, veal, light dressings, and cherries.
