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KY Food Prices Decrease for the Second Consecutive Quarter

Louisville, KY. (April 13, 2009) – Retail food prices at Kentucky’s supermarkets dropped for the second consecutive quarter, according to the latest Kentucky Farm Bureau Federation Marketbasket Survey. 

Kentucky Farm Bureau’s (KFB) survey revealed, in the first quarter of 2009, the total cost of 40 basic grocery items was $110.22 down approximately $1.41 or 1.30% from the fourth quarter of 2008. Of the items surveyed, 22 decreased, 17 increased and one item had no change in average price compared to the last 2008 survey. Since October, overall prices of marketbasket items have shown a steady decrease.  

“It is encouraging to see, in the past six months, a downward trend in average food prices for Kentucky consumers,” said Mark Haney, Kentucky Farm Bureau President. “Kentucky farmers work hard to provide a safe and abundant food supply, so we as a nation, can continue having the most affordable food in the world.” 

In KFB’s survey, sirloin, butter, milk, and cheese had the largest decrease in the average price of the overall marketbasket. Sirloin decreased from $4.72 to $4.08 per pound; butter decreased from $3.08 to $2.49 per pound; milk decreased from $3.53 to 3.07 per gallon; and cheese decreased from $3.62 to $3.21 for 24 slices.
